KIWANIS HISTORY

The first national gathering of Kiwanis clubs occurred in Cleveland, Ohio, on May 18-19, 1916.  By this time the Cleveland club had begun a variety of civic projects, including building a new city hall, paving streets, and serving young children.  Members set the formation of a nursery school as one of their early objectives.

At the time, many Kiwanis clubs began to question founder Allen Simpson Browne’s philosophy and methods, and the Cleveland Convention proved to be a showdown.  Legalities about the authority to organize clubs in other states entered into the conversations.  The development of a national Kiwanis organization would not go smoothly.
