FARGO, NORTH DAKOTA

AUGUST 12-15, 2010

Three members of our club attended the District convention this year.  Allen Herrboldt and Arlyce and Bill Daugherty found the days jampacked with activities and outstanding meals.

Past Governor and First Lady Bill and Arlyce Daugherty hosted the Past Governor’s Dinner on Thursday evening at the Doublewood Convention Center.  Meanwhile, Allen Herrboldt attended the District Officer’s Dinner.

Friday morning Arlyce attended the partner’s breakfast hosted by First Lady Phyllis Klair and First Lady Elect Rachel Disrud.  Bill met with and assisted the Key Club Board in planning for the District Key Club Fall Rally to be held in Fergus Falls, MN, November 5.  Allen attended the District Board of Directors meeting and breakfast.

The Convention started at 1:00 p.m. with a rousing keynote speaker from Fargo, Patrick Kasper.  His topic was Positive Motion and he had us all on our feet clapping our hands and getting to know one another in a positive manner.  From 2:30 until 4:30 various reports were given concerning the Kiwanis family of clubs from K-Kids to Builder’s Clubs to Key Clubs to Circle K and Aktion Clubs.  Reports were provided by the International Foundation (Chuck Schroder) as well as the Minnesota-Dakotas Foundation (Jack Zierdt).  At that time Bill was elected to a three year term on the Foundation Board of Directors.  Steve Handegaard, the District Secretary/Treasurer, provided a report on the District.  After a video about Sioux Falls, members were encouraged to plan on coming to Sioux Falls for the convention in 2011, August 5-7.

Various forums were held from 4:30 to 5:15.  Bill attended one by Ken Kohler of Moorhead Vikingland Kiwanis Club on “Working with Youth: The Rules of Engagement.”  Arlyce and Dixie Lardy, former First Ladies, worked at the First Ladies used book sale.  The book sale was run by former First Ladies and netted $410 to be donated to a nonprofit organization in Red Wing, Minnesota, the home of First Lady Phyllis Klair and Governor Bruce.

Various forums were attended by Allen, Arlyce, and Bill throughout Saturday.  Bill attended one on Builders Clubs and one on Key Clubs, Arlyce attended one on Circle K and another on Electronic Social Networking.  Allen was in the Builders Club forum and also attended K-Kids/BUG and Terrific Kids forum.  Throughout the convention Allen also could be found manning the booth for the two Foundations.

On Friday evening there was a picnic in the convention center with music from the 50’s, brats and burgers, as well as District Awards for club newsletters and brochures.  The evening was provided by the Kiwanis International Foundation.

Saturday broke early with a continental breakfast at 7:00 followed by the Regional Caucuses and meetings.  There were about 35 members from Region Five at the meeting.  A review of the matters coming before the House of Delegates as well as discussion of Lt. Governor visits and the Governor’s visit to the Region were completed.  Governor Elect Lowell Disrud came to the meeting to greet us.  The Governor’s visit will be in Huron on October 30.  It was a good opportunity to meet our new Lt. Governor, Leo Schatz of Aberdeen.

The convention reconvened at 8:45 a.m.  A skit was presented by Governor Elect Lowell Disrud and his partner Rachel encouraging us to consider attending the International Convention in Geneva, Switzerland, July 7-10, 2011.  The presentation was hilarious and they had a great time presenting it to the crowd.  Immediate Past Governor Bill Lardy recognized the 29 clubs that attained distinguished honors in 2008-2009.  During the lunch break Kiwanis International Trustee Designate Oscar Knight III addressed the group concerning Kiwanis International and the Eliminate Project, the new KI worldwide initiative.  Mary Sieling, District Service Director, advised that the service project for the Fargo YWCA collection of gifts would be at 2:00 p.m.

The House of Delegate session began at 3:00 p.m. with a report that 147 delegates were attending the convention.  Dennis Cornell was nominated and elected as Governor Elect for 2010-2011.  Lowell Disrud was nominated and elected as Governor for 2010-2011.  International Trustee Stewart Ross was endorsed as a candidate for International President in 2012 at the KI Convention in New Orleans.  Trustee Knight then retired the Lt. Governors for 2009-2010 and installed the Lt. Governors for 2010-2011.  There were two housekeeping bylaws that passed to keep in step with changes made by Kiwanis International.

The Governor’s Banquet began with special music provided by the MN-DAK Khorale under the direction of Dr. Al Wortman with his wife Bette as pianist.  The music was a wonderful way to begin the evening.  The Khorale is made up of various Kiwanis members from throughout the District.  They receive the music before coming to the convention and then have three practice sessions at various times during the convention.  This year they provided music at all the major functions.  The thirty singers provided a truly enjoyable part of the convention. 

After dinner the Regional Stars awards were presented to one member from each Region who were selected after a review by the Lt. Governor teams.  This year, in Region Five, Tracy Vik of the Diversity Club of Sioux Falls was recognized for her efforts in bringing the Lincoln High School Key Club’s Blanket drive for the homeless to the clubs in Sioux Falls as well as the Sioux Falls School District.

Dale Carlson, President of the Past District Officers Association, presented its annual Citizenship Award to a young lady from the Fargo area that rescued a drowning man this past winter.

Kiwanis International Trustee Oscar Knight III installed the Governor Elect and Governor for 2010-2011.  Lowell Disrud, Governor for 2010-2011, spoke of his vision for tomorrow in the District.  Bruce Klair, the Governor for 2009-2010, provided a review of the past year in the District.  The Banquet concluded with the singing of Auld Lang Syne.  A social hour afterwards provided an opportunity to visit with friends from all over the District as well as meet new friends.

The 93rd Annual District Convention concluded on Sunday with an Ecumenical worship service followed by a buffet breakfast.  Arlyce and Bill were on their way to Rush Lake at 9:45 a.m., while Allen waited for his ride to Sioux Falls.
